SAMPLE CEREMONY FOR USE WITH AN INTERPRETER

INTRODUCTION (Necessary)
(Celebrant addresses guests)

Welcome friends to the marriage of (1st Person’s full legal name) and (Second Person’s full legal name) my name is (Celebrant’s name) and I am a Civil Marriage Celebrant, and it is my pleasure to officiate at this ceremony today.
MONITUM (Necessary)
Now I, am duly authorised by Law, to solemnise marriages according to law.   Before you are joined in marriage in my presence and in the presence of these witnesses, I am to remind you  of the solemn and binding nature of the relationship into which you are now about to enter.   Marriage, according to law in Australia is the union of 2 persons to the exclusion of all others, voluntarily entered into for life.
THE CONSENT (Optional)
(Celebrant to 1st Person)

(1st Person’s chosen name) will you take (2nd Person’s chosen name) to be your lawful wedded husband, wife, or spouse,?

(1st Person replies)   I will

(Celebrant to 2nd Person)

(2nd Person’s chosen name) will you take (1st Person’s chosen name) to be your lawful wedded husband, wife or spouse?

(2nd Person replies)   I will.
THE VOWS (Necessary)
(Celebrant addresses couple)

(1st Person)

I call upon the persons here present to witness that I (1st Person’s chosen name) take you (2nd Person’s chosen name) to be my lawful wedded husband, wife, or spousee. 

(2nd Person)

I call upon the persons here present to witness that I (2nd Person’s chosen name) take you (1st Person’s chosen name). to be my lawful wedded husband, wife or spouse. 
RING CEREMONY (Optional)
(Celebrant asks 1st Person to place 2nd Person’s ring)  
(1st Person()2nd Person’s chosen name) with this ring, I marry you.   
(Celebrant asks 2nd Person to place 1st Person’s ring)
(2nd Person) ( 1st Person’s chosen name) with this ring, I marry you.   

DECLARATION OF MARRIAGE
(Celebrant addresses guests)

Ladies and Gentlemen,(1st Person’s chosen name)  and (2nd Person’s chosen name) have declared before all of us that they will live together in marriage.   They have made special promises to each other.   They have symbolised it by joining hands, taking vows, and by exchanging rings.   So therefore by the power vested in me by the Commonwealth of Australia, I now declare them to be married.

(1st Person and 2nd Person’s chosen name)  you may now seal your marriage with a kiss 

PRESENTATION

(Celebrant addresses guests)

Ladies and gentlemen, may I introduce to you, for the first time, the newly married, (1st Person and 2nd Person’s chosen married name).
