Priority service is available for registered events only.
 
Following a number of occasions where couples were coming into our Office having been promised their marriage would be registered and their certificate available within a few days, we would like to confirm our policy around priority certificates for unregistered marriages. The following applies.
 
If you solemnise a marriage and the couple wish to apply for a priority marriage certificate, you will be required to send the following in an Express Post envelope, marked to the attention of Sandra Mair:
 
· the registration documents

· marriage certificate application form, completed by one of the parties to the marriage

· a photocopy of their identification

· payment of $82.75

· concrete evidence that there is good reason for requiring priority service (ie receipt for airline tickets)

 
Once the registration is finalised, BDM will either post the certificate out by Express Post or will call the couple to collect.  It will take 5-7 working days to register the marriage and issue the certificate.
